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CHILDREN'S & GRADED
PROGRAMMING

Age-Based Program (Ages 2-8):

Classes are grouped by the dancer's age, ideal for
building social connection and developmental
alignment with peers.

Skill-Based Program (Ages 8-18):

Classes are grouped by ability and experience,
allowing dancers to progress at their own pace
and be challenged appropriately. Once dancers
enter Level 1, they are skills tested and move up
levels based on teacher recommendation.

CLASSES

MDU reserves the right to reschedule, combine,
or substitute classes. MDU also reserves the right
to deliver class content via an online system if
classes cannot be conducted live for any reason
including, but not limited to, weather, teacher
absence, or governmental advisory.

TUITION

e Tuition is an annual fee divided into equal
monthly payments. Rates cover the full dance
year, including studio breaks and holidays—
they are not based on the number of classes
in a given month. A full season includes a
minimum of 33 lessons. Tuition may be paid
monthly or annually, and August's tuition is
pro-rated to half a month.

o After registering, monthly tuition must be
paid by automatic EFT, debit, or credit card
on the Ist day of the month.

e A 3.5% convenience fee applies to credit and
debit card payments. To avoid this fee, please
provide a checking account and routing
number.

e Accounts not paid within 30 days are subject
to an accruing 5% monthly finance charge
and discontinued services until paid in full or
a signed payment plan is received. Payments
returned by your financial institution will
incur a $25 fee.
